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The use of a conceptual framework embedded in the principles of person-centredness and
the Person-centred Practice Framework, guides the structure of curricula in the Department
of Mental Health, Faculty of Health Sciences.

Consequently, active student participation in curriculum development is ensured and power
sharing enabled, through the setting up of two student Curriculum Evaluation committees
that meet twice a year. These committees provide a voice and platform for students to
discuss aspects relating to the curriculum content, assessment and learning activities.

This feedback is then followed by an in-depth reflection and evaluation by staff and key
stakeholders (including student representatives) to formulate strategies that support students
and enhance their learning experiences.
